Percentage of children passing SAT’s for Year 2 = 55% and Year 6 = 66%. 
· Best Results seen in Year 1 and Year 3 respectively and best progress seen in Year 5, the same as the spring term.  
· The amount of children working at GD has increased in years 1, 4, 5 and 6 since Spring 2. 
· For EAL pupils compared within non-EAL, there are no significant difference in attainment in Years 1, 3 and 4. Non-EAL performed better than EAL in Years 2 and 6. EAL outperformed Non- EAL in year 5. 
· Non-EAL made better progress than EAL in all year groups. 
· For PP pupils compared within non-PP, there are no significant difference in attainment in Year 4 and 5. PP performed better that Non-PP children in 1, 2 and 6. Whereas Non-PP performed better in year 3. 
· PP made better progress in all year groups except Year 3 where it was the same. 
· Greater attainment in year groups 1, 2, 4, 5 and 6 seen for non-SEND pupils. Whereas SEN outperformed in years 3 and EYFS. 
· Progress is better in Year 1, and 2 for SEND than non-SEND (Progress for SEN being +3 and progress for Non-SEND being +6) 
· Compared to Autumn data, attainment has increased in all classes. 
· Attainment of EAL pupils has increased in years EYFS, 1, 2, 4, 5 and 6 with very little change in year 3. The attainment of Non-EAL children has remained steady in all class apart from Year 2 and 6 were there was a significant increase.  
· Attainment of PP children has increased in most years with a slight drop in year 1, 5 and 6. 
· Attainment of the non-PP children has increased all classes. 
· Little Wandle is having a great impact on children building those reading foundations. The number of children who have not yet passed their phonics screening is only 1 in Y3 and 1 in Y4.  
· The phonics screening test had a 72% pass of the year 1 children! 
· The percentage of children moving into year 1 with phase 3 phonics or above is 69% compared with 59% last year. 
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Best results seen in year 6 followed by year 2. This was similar in Autumn 2, where year 2 had the best results. 
· The greatest number of greater depth writers is in year 1 (17%) followed by year 2 and 6  (3%) 
· Least children at ARE are in year 3 followed by year. There is some difference form Spring term, where year 3 had the least children at ARE followed by year 4. 
· Greatest progress was made in year 6 (72%: 6) followed by year 5 (70%: 6). This was the same in Autumn and Spring term. 
· Least progress was made in year 1 (14%: 4) followed by year 2.  This has changed since Spring term, which was year 4 followed by year 3.  Progress across all year groups is greater than in Spring term. 
· Non-EAL children are outperforming EAL children from year 2 - 6 with the most significant difference in year 6. This was also the case in Spring term but in autumn term, there wasn’t a significant difference between EAL and non-EAL children. 
· Progress between non-EAL and EAL children varies between year groups. EAL children progress more than non-EAL in years: 5,6 and 4.  Non-EAL progress more in years: 6,2 and 4 respectively. 
· Attainment between PP and non-PP children is similar through school bar year 1 where it is much lower. PP children outperform non-PP significantly in year in year 2. 
· Attainment for non-SEND children is better than SEND children across school. This was the same as in Autumn term. 
· The best attainment for SEND children is in year 6 followed by year 2.  
· The greatest progress for SEND at 3+ levels is in year 6 (91%) followed by year 4 (85%) and year 3 ( 82%)This was similar in both previous terms where it was similar year groups (year 6 and 3) 
· The greatest progress for SEND at 6+ levels is in year 6 (72%) followed by year 3 (45%). In Spring term, (4+) it was year 5, followed by year 6. 
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· Best results seen in years 1 and 4 respectively.
· There has been an increase in all classes except year 1 of children achieving ARE+ and all classes except Year 3 and 6 in children achieving greater depth.
· EAL children in Years EYFS, 4 and 5 have performed better than non-EAL children.
· PP children performed better than non-PP in years 1, 2 and 3.
· 75% of SEND in EYFS reached GLD compared to 67% of Non-SEND.
· Greatest progress has been seen in Years 3, 4 and 6 
· All EAL children across school have made better progress than Non-EAL except year 4 which is broadly inline with each other (3% difference).
· Progress for PP compared to non-PP children is better in all year groups except Year 1 where there is a difference of 8% and Year 6 which is broadly inline (difference of 3%).
· Better progress has been seen for SEND children in years 1, 2 and 4.
· Analysis from test papers shows that arithmetic is still a strength within school. Actions to be taken next academic year to improve reasoning through the use of sentence stems to develop analytical thinking and reasoning and exposure to worded problems to increase familiarity so children get used to applying their fluency within a context.
