	GLD for 2024 was 59% which is a decrease from 63% in 2023. However, the cohort size was bigger and there were more children with SEND for 2024.
ELG has decreased for reading 68.8% in 2023 to 63.6% in 2024
ELG has risen for Communication 68.8% in 2023 to 63.6% in 2024
The improvement is especially noticeable in girls from 25% to 71.4% in reading.

	Early identification of communication and interaction difficulties has proved beneficial to offer intervention to ensure Speech and Language does not limit or hinder learning.  
This improved Y1 phonics outcomes to 100% 2024 from 72.4% 2023. This puts school in the top 1% nationally.
 It has also improved attainment in Reading and Writing.
Targeted extra intervention in Early reading for Year 1 and Year 2 in 2023/2024. This has supported pupil premium children and the End of key stage scores has closed the attainment gap. Pupil Premium children do better than non-pupil premium children in end of year testing in Year 1,3,4 and 5 in reading.
Premium children do better than non-pupil premium children in end of year testing in Year 3,4 and 5 in writing.
Premium children do better or the same as non-pupil premium children in end of year testing in Year 3,4, 5 and 6 in maths.
