	Accessibility and Inclusion


	The school was built in 1884. As it is an old building there are some areas of the building which doesn’t have wheelchair access. The school has large entrances which cater for wheelchair access.

Entrance – clearly indicated, smooth surface, free from hazards, wide.
Car parking is on the local streets – provision for disabled parking, level access, convenient to main entrance can be found at the front of the school.
Main Entrance – wide and accessible for wheelchair access. 
Assembly Hall – a the KS1 accessible and wide.
Classrooms – KS2 classrooms can be accessed via the school hall and the KS1 classroom can be accessed from the KS1 shared area.
KS1 Building-KS1 classrooms can be accessed from 3 different entrances. One wide entrance to EYFS and two wide entrances into the KS1 garden. One entrance from the street behind school and one from the playground. Both of these lead to the ramp that goes upto the KS1 building.  In KS2, classrooms are all directly from the hall.
All Interactive White boards are set at a suitable height. Some can be adjusted. Desks in each class are at the correct height. 
External
Lights are positioned outside on the play ground at the entrance points into school.
Library – accessible, wide, well-lit, acoustically satisfactory.
Nurture room- provides a quieter space for children and is also used as a meeting room.
Sensory Room- A dedicated, adaptable space filled with specialised equipment to provide controlled sensory experiences and stimulation, promoting relaxation, focus, self-regulation, and skill development for all children, particularly those with sensory processing disorders, autism, ADHD, and other special needs. 
Appropriate furniture and fixtures in all rooms.
Toilets – appropriate disabled toilet, panic alarm in disabled toilet, changing facilities, disabled staff/visitor’s toilet.
Staffroom – adequate size for current staff.
Additional Support Rooms – these are accessible in the KS1 building 
Accessed through wide doors.
Corridors – straight and wide and free from obstruction. 
Fire Exits – wide, clearly labelled, level
Upper Floors – Stairs, handrail, adequately lit
Furniture and Equipment – table height can be adjusted
Information – policies and procedures can be found on the website or if requested will be provided by SLT.
EAL – Bi-lingual support staff in school. 
Additional Needs – regular meetings with parents and staff are available to discuss any issues.
Curriculum –Some staff are trained to run intervention groups such as Speech and language, Nessy and emotion and social skills. 
Equipment – each class has a touch screen IWB.










	Teaching and Learning


	What the school provides

Before a child attends school we hold transition meetings to identify any additional needs. If a child already has additional needs that have been identified in nursery the SENCO would hold a meeting with the nursery SENCO to ensure all relevant information is passed on. If staff have any concerns about pupils they report to SENCO and if further concerns persist then they would be discussed in formal meetings such as pupil progress meetings with SLT and school SENCO.

The class teacher and SENCO meet every term to discuss the needs and provision of specific children. Every 10 weeks class teachers assess al children in English, Maths and foundation subjects. The SENCO analyses this data and identifies any children that have made very little or no progress. Early identification is vital and outside agencies can advise on provision and intervention strategies. 

Each class has a teaching Assistant, who provide support to a child and/or children with their day-to-day school life. TA’s are well-trained in the curriculum and can adapt it to the needs of SEND pupils. Additional training is arranged for individuals to enable them to support speech and language, autism, medical needs, HI or VI pupils. 

The class teacher breaks down assessment into smaller steps as necessary, in discussion with the SENCO. If required, a child will be given an Individual Education Plan (IEP) which include targets more suited to a child’s learning needs. These are then reviewed by the class teacher and SENCO every term. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Educational Psychologists, Specialist teachers, Speech and Language Therapists and Occupational Therapists involvement and other health professionals can be requested if external help or guidance is deemed necessary. Most staff have received Precision teaching, SALT and relevant in school training. The majority of the staff team are first aid trained. Miss Dawson is the SENCO and has achieved the National Award for SEN Coordination.

Modified texts provided for visually impaired children during SATs can be used and requested. The Provision Map shows a wide variety of internal and external involvement for children. All year groups apart from Reception have targeted intervention groups for English, Maths, speech and language, dyslexia difficulties, social and emotional difficulties, fine and gross motor and sensory needs. These interventions provide the child with targeted learning in a smaller group environment. As a school, we use ‘insight’ which also monitors progress and provides data for Pupil Premium and SEND pupils. Children with identified special educational needs and medical needs are supported by all school staff, Speech and Language Therapists, Specialist teachers, Paediatricians and Educational Psychologists. 




	


Reviewing and Evaluating Outcomes


	What the school provides
IEP’s are reviewed and evaluated every term. Staff discuss concerns with the Senior leadership team (SLT) every 10 weeks to discuss pupil progress. If staff have any concerns over pupils’ they follow the procedure of monitoring and reviewing a pupil before the SENCO implements any official actions. Parents are always informed when any concerns arise and meetings are held to discuss strategies which are then later reviewed in a follow up meeting. Every term parents of SEND pupils have meetings with the SENCO. These are arranged alongside our general parents evenings. The SENCO holds additional meetings with parents and other professionals for annual reviews for pupils that have EHCP and EHA/TAF meetings. Annual review meetings occur every year where existing targets are reviewed and evaluated. If targets have been met then new targets are set.




	Keeping Children Safe


	What the school provides
Keeping children safe is our priority. Any external visits and activities within school are risk assessed. These are completed by the class teacher using EVOLVE and then checked by our Educational Visits Coordinator. Every child is taken to and picked up from the Key stage entrance that they are in by their parent or a named-adult that has been provided. If an adult, who is not on the named-adult list comes to collect the child, then a phone call must be made to school before collecting the child, providing their name and relationship to the child. Children are always supervised at break and lunchtimes by teachers and support staff. Activities are also arranged by the school’s sports coach. Children are always placed in groups with a member of staff when going on a visit. First aid kits are always kept in specific places in school and are taken on external trips too. All staff are made aware of medical conditions of all children in school. The majority of the school staff are first-aid trained so there is always present a first aider on hand whether it be at breaktime, lunchtime or on visits. As a school we have a lock down procedure which staff and pupils follow if a situation arises where the children have to be taken into the school building. The anti-bullying policy and other policies are available on our website. 




	
Health (including Emotional Health and Wellbeing)


	What the school provides
We have a Medical Policy and any medication that is provided by home, must be recorded on a Class Medication Checklist. Any medicine, that is required in school, must be clearly labelled with the child’s name on and have been provided by a pharmacist. Inhalers are kept in class boxes for pupils. These can only be accessed y the class teacher or support staff. Every child that has medical needs has a Care Plan drawn up by relevant consultants in consultation with parents. This information is then passed onto the SENCO. The original is centrally stored and a copy is passed to the class teacher. Each class has a whole-school list of any children with medical conditions, children who require 999 assistance and any child with food allergies. In case of an emergency a first-aider would remain with the child while another member of staff calls for help. If there are any children with specialist medical needs then we will liaise with the school nurse or their care team.






	Communication with Parents


	What the school provides
Communication with parents is key to our school being a success. Parents are contacted through letters, email and text messages. Teachers and support staff are present when sending children home so that parents can speak to them if they want to. Parents are also invited to come into school to share learning experiences with the children. Every term we hold parents evening which allows parents to speak to class teachers about the progress of their child. Parents can request to meet class teachers for additional meetings via the office. The PTA has also made the relationship and communication with parents stronger.

	What the school provides
As a school we strongly believe that education is a partnership between home and school and are committed to working with parents, external agencies and the wider community you to provide the very best care, nurture and learning experience to our pupils.





	What help and support is available for the family?


	What the school provides
We feel very strongly about supporting our pupils’ families. Staff, including bi-lingual, will offer help with completing forms and paperwork. Parents can contact the SENCO via the office to make an appointment or to arrange a telephone call. The SENCO can also provide details of Parent Partnership and other agencies. Our family support worker works alongside the SENCO and can also offer further support if needed. 






	
Transition to Secondary School


	What the school provides
SEND information about individual pupils are sent to their chosen secondary schools.
Meetings are held between the SENCO’s to discuss additional needs of pupils and the provision that needs to be in place.






	Extra Curricular Activities


	What the school provides
We provide breakfast club, lunchtime clubs and after school clubs which vary from each term. Some of the afternoon clubs include sports club, library club, craft club and gardening club. The school choir practise at lunchtimes and there is also a home learning club to encourage home learning. SEND and Pupil Premium children are encouraged to access all clubs. Parents of SEND children must give school a weeks notice when attending clubs so that the correct provision can be put in place to accommodate for the children’s individual needs (such as additional staffing).
