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What kinds of special educational needs do we provide for at Primet Primary School? 
  
At Primet Primary School we have children with a range of SEND.  
Children may have additional needs in one or more areas as set out in the SEND Code of Practice, 2014:  
· Communication and interaction
· Cognition and learning
· Social, emotional and mental health
· Sensory and/or physical needs   

At different times in their school life, a child or young person may have a special educational need. The Code of Practice 2014 defines SEN as follows:  
‘A child or young person has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special education provision to be made for him or her.’ 

A child of compulsory school age or a young person has a learning difficulty or disability if he or she:  
a) has a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others the same age, or  
b) has a disability which prevents or hinders him or her from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in mainstream schools or post-16 institutions.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]The number of pupils on the SEND Register at Primet Primary School at the start of the academic year 2025-2026 is 78. This is made up of the following groups:
· 24 pupils (31%) are identified as having SEN linked to Cognition and Learning as the main category of need (including maths, reading, writing and spelling etc.)
· 42 pupils (54%) is identified as having SEN linked to Communication and Interaction as the main category of need (including speech and language difficulties and problems with social interaction)
· 12 pupils (15%) is identified as having SEN linked to Social, Emotional and Mental Health as the main category of need (including ADHD, anxiety, behavioural difficulties etc.)
· 0 pupils (0%) are identified as having SEN linked to Sensory and/or Physical Needs as the main category of need (including disabilities such as those affecting mobility, sight and hearing)  pupils have an Education, Health and Care (EHC) Plan.  






How do we identify a child with SEND and how do we assess their needs?    

It is very important that SEND is identified at an early stage. 
At Primet Primary School we gather information to support such identification in a range of ways:
· Class teachers and members of the leadership team analyse data each term to identify any children that are experiencing difficulties. 
· Baseline information/EYFS information, SATs, PIVATS 5, standardised scores and teacher assessment are all used to identify children who may require additional intervention in order to achieve.
· Observation of behaviour by class teachers and other adults may lead to an identification of a behavioural or emotional need, and will be discussed initially at a pastoral meeting.  
· Liaison with a previous school or nursery may identify additional needs for children who transition to Primet Primary School.  
· Parents may identify additional needs.  
· Medical issues may be identified by a health professional.  
· Additional needs may be identified by another agency, for example Children’s Social Care.
Once pupils are identified as having additional needs, they may be assessed in several different ways. The SENCo liaises with class teachers as necessary to discuss pupils who have additional needs and to support with mapping out suitable provision. The SENCo may carry out additional testing/observation in order to assess specific needs. In some cases the child may be referred to an outside agency for additional assessment and advice about suitable provision. From this assessment suitable interventions will be planned.  

Who is the SENCo and how can we contact them?  

The Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCo) at Primet Primary School is Miss Charlotte Dawson.

If you have concerns as a parent, you should initially speak to your child’s class teacher.  They may suggest that you make an appointment to discuss things further with the SENCo. If you continue to be concerned that your child is not making progress, you can make an appointment to meet with the SENCo and discuss your concerns.  

The school’s SEND Governor can also be contacted for support. 
  
How do we involve parents and consult with them about their child’s education?   

Parents are welcome to come into school to discuss any concerns they have about their child with their class teacher or SENCo. Alternatively, teachers may invite parents into school to discuss concerns about their child’s education. This may also be discussed at Parents Evening. 
  
Class teachers will liaise with the SENCo in order to identify and plan for pupils with additional needs. These meetings are used to effectively plan additional provision and interventions for individuals.   
If your child is to receive any of these additional interventions, you will be informed by their class teacher and provided with their Individual Education Plan (IEP). You will be given the opportunity to have a discussion about this provision with either the class teacher or the SENCo. IEPs will be reviewed half termly and you will be provided with information about your child’s progress the previous term and whether their needs have been addressed or they continue to need additional support.  


For pupils with Statements or EHC plans the SENCo will meet with parents termly to discuss progress and plans for the following term. An annual review will be held and written reports and attendance requested from all involved.   


How do we involve and consult the children about their education? 

At Primet Primary School we believe all pupils should be involved in setting their individual targets. SEND pupils are given regular targets for their work in class or in the areas linked to their area/s of SEND. The children are aware when they have achieved their targets and new targets are then set. 

Lessons are taught with clear learning objectives which are shared with the children and success criteria is used to identify and clarify exactly what is required. 

Pupils with IEPs will be aware of their targets and will contribute towards the IEP review each half term. 

Pupils with Statements or EHC plans will be involved in providing a written report for their annual reviews and, where appropriate, pupils will be invited to attend the review meeting.  


How do we review the progress that children make and how do we involve them and their parents?   

Children’s progress is measured termly by the Senior Leadership Team (SLT). The Head teacher conducts termly Pupil Progress Meetings with class teachers to look at the progress made and inform the level of provision required.
  
The SENCo monitors the progress of pupils with SEND through the school’s termly tracking and IEP reviews. The SENCo also meets with teachers when necessary to discuss progress and plan provision.  

PIVATS are used to assess some of the children with SEND, which measures their progress in small steps.  
    
How do we support our pupils with SEND as they move on to high school or move to another school?   

· At the end of Year 6, both the class teacher and the SENCo will liaise with High School staff.   
· Transition visits will be arranged for all Year 6 children. Extra visits may be arranged for children with SEND, if necessary.   
· The SENCo will liaise with the High School SENCo or the receiving School SENCo and will pass on all relevant records.    

What is our approach to teaching children with SEND?   

Primet Primary School is an inclusive school and each child is valued, regardless of their additional needs. We provide additional support for all children who require it in a variety of ways, including:  
· Quality First Teaching is provided by the class teacher. The teacher has the highest possible expectations for all pupils in their class.
· Teaching Assistants are available to support the learning of small groups of pupils. These groups may be run in the classroom or in sessions outside of whole class learning.
· Teaching Assistants may also deliver one-to-one interventions with identified pupils, either in the class or in a regularly timetabled session out of the classroom.  
· Other targeted interventions are provided by a Teaching Assistant where required (e.g. Ginger Bear for delayed language development).
· Children with Social, Emotional and Mental Health needs are supported by the Family Support Worker.

How do we adapt the curriculum and the learning environment for children with SEND?   

If the learner is identified as having SEND, we will provide support that is additional to the differentiated approaches that are provided as part of Quality First Teaching. This will mainly be in the form of additional targeted interventions.  
The new Code of Practice for SEND suggests a four stage process: Assess, Plan, Do and Review. 
 
Assess – take information from parents or carers, class teachers and their assessments and the child, where appropriate.  
Plan – identify barriers to learning, intended outcomes and details of support. This information will be recorded on an IEP which will be reviewed at least termly.  
Do – provide the additional support. The class teacher is responsible for working with the child on a day-to-day basis, which includes overseeing interventions undertaken outside of the classroom. Teachers work closely with the Teaching Assistant delivering the intervention to discuss progress and to ensure links are made with classroom teaching.  
Review – measure the impact of the support provided and consider any changes which may need to be made. All of those involved with the child will contribute to this review which will happen at least termly.  
Resources and extra support will be assessed and provided for if required for individuals, based on their individual needs. Parents and pupils are involved in all steps of this process.   

Furniture at Primet Primary School is of a suitable height appropriate to the age group of the children being taught. The school has a range of ICT available for pupils with SEND (where required), including laptops and iPads. 

The school building is on one level and is accessible by wheelchair at all entrances. This includes a ramp leading into the Key Stage 1 building. A disabled toilet is available in the Key Stage 1 building.
The school does not have visitor or disabled parking as there is no school car park.

How are staff trained and kept up to date?   

The SENCo attends regular cluster meetings and also relevant training events. Information is then shared with other staff, where appropriate.  

All of our Teaching Assistants have had training for the interventions that they deliver with further training needs being identified and planned for in the next School Year.  
 
All staff have undertaken relevant First Aid Training, and a number of staff have had training to enable them to support a pupil with medical needs. 
 
Primet Primary School is moving towards ‘skilling up’ our Teaching Assistants to enable them to deliver well-targeted intervention programmes in the next school year. 
 
Training is also to be provided for all teachers in certain key areas of SEND, where necessary.
  

How do we know if what we provide for the children is effective?   

The SLT and SENCo monitor the progress of all children every term, to measure the amount of progress made by each individual. 
In addition to this other information is used, including:  
· Monitoring of IEPs, with regular evaluation and updating of children’s individual targets  
· SEN work book scrutiny   
· Termly Pupil Progress Meetings 
· Meetings with Teacher and SENCo, where necessary  
· Annual review meetings for pupils with Statements and EHC plans  

Progress is reported termly in a report to governors produced by the SENCo and the SEND Governor.  

How are children with SEND enabled to take part in all the activities available at school?   

At Primet Primary School all pupils have access to all activities including trips, clubs and out of school events. Sufficient support is provided to ensure this is a positive experience for all involved.
   
How do we support children with emotional and behavioural difficulties?   

Primet Primary School is an inclusive and nurturing school that understands that at times, children have emotional issues and can show challenging behaviours.  

Pupils are identified through discussion with teachers at any time during the school year. They are flagged up for all staff at the pastoral meetings and added to the list for monitoring.  Parents will be invited in initially for a discussion with the class teacher and strategies will be put in place to support the pupil, which may include behaviour plans, lunchtime clubs, reward charts etc.  
If no improvement is seen quickly then they will be referred to the SENCo and possibly the Family Support Worker. Targeted interventions of support will be put in place and monitored.    

Where difficulties persist, despite targeted intervention over a period of time, outside agency involvement may be requested, with the parents’ consent. This may include Behaviour Specialists, Clinical Psychologists and Educational Psychologists. 

How do we deal with bullying and make sure children with SEND can tell us if they are having a problem?   

Primet Primary School takes the matter of bullying very seriously. PSHE lessons assist pupils in understanding the behaviours that are bullying, and how to avoid them and deal with them if they happen. The school promotes an open and caring culture amongst pupils and staff.  

All pupils are aware of the need to discuss with an adult if they experience or see any behaviour that may be perceived as bullying. For pupils with SEND they generally have a close nurturing relationship with a Teaching Assistant who they know will listen to any worries they have.  

Any individual cases of bullying will be dealt with by the Senior Leadership Team.    

How do we involve and work with other professionals such as local authority support services and other organisations to meet the needs of our children? If we need more expert help and advice, what do we do?   

Where difficulties persist, despite targeted intervention over a period of time, outside agencies involvement may be requested, with the parents’ consent. This may be agencies such as Speech & Language Therapy Services, Occupational Therapy, Physiotherapy, an Educational Psychologist or health services such as a Paediatrician.  
 
These outside agencies will be contacted by the SENCo and will work with the child in and out of school on individual programmes. These professionals will also be invited into annual review meetings to meet with the parents or carers. Some children will require specialist, termly visits from outside agencies that take place in schools.   

The Teaching Assistant working with the child will be involved during meetings in order to ensure that they receive the relevant information and advice to allow them to support the child well in school.   

What arrangements do we make for supporting children who have SEND and are in the care of the local authority?   

Children Looked After by the local authority (CLA) who have SEND are supported in school using the same methods as other children with SEND.
   
Where necessary, the SENCo works with the school’s Designated Senior Lead (DSL) to liaise with social workers and carers in order to meet any additional needs.  Where nurture support is needed, this will be provided by the school Family Support Worker who will also attend these meetings.   

The SENCo will work with the social worker in formulating a Personal Education Plan and applying for any relevant funding to meet the child’s needs.  


What should I do if I have a concern or complaint about the provision for my child?   

If a parent or carer has any concerns or complaints regarding the care or welfare of their child, an appointment should be made with the class teacher. If this is not possible or appropriate, then an appointment should be made with the Headteacher or SENCo through the school office.
