Changes in Britain from Stone Age to Iron Age
In this theme children will learn about changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age. They will learn that people have lived in Britain for a very long time and that this period of study covers over 10000 years of history.  (Include the Potty Timeline for a historical overview that links the current study to the previous work on Romans)

•late Neolithic hunter-gatherers and early farmers, for example, Skara Brae
•Bronze Age religion, technology and travel, for example, Stonehenge
•Iron Age hill forts: tribal kingdoms, farming, art and culture

The Roman Empire and its impact on Britain
The Roman invasion of Britain was hugely significant in shaping the British nation. The learning within this theme focuses on the settlement in Britain by Romans, and the impact on British life and society that occurred as a result of this. Due to the huge amount of evidence that exists around this period in British history, it provides an ideal opportunity for a visit to an archaeological site or museum, such as the Roman Bath House in Lancaster or Ribchester Museum.  Link to learning in geography and a study of the Lake District by investigating the Roman influence in Cumbria.

Other areas of study could include:
•Julius Caesar’s attempted invasion in 55-54 BC
•the Roman Empire by AD 42 and the power of its army
•successful invasion by Claudius and conquest, including Hadrian’s Wall
•British resistance, for example, Boudica
•‘Romanisation’ of Britain: sites such as Caerwent and the impact of technology, culture and beliefs, including early Christianity

Local history
The purpose of this theme is for children to find out what their local area was like in the past and how it has changed over the years. They will find out about the everyday lives of people in the past as well as significant events and how buildings and land use have changed over time. The focus of their study will depend on specific opportunities within their school or locality e.g. The Pendle Witches linked to crime and punishment.

(Possible Class Novel/ English link to history: ‘The Somerset Tsunami’ by Emma Carroll, 2019.  The protagonist is accused of being a witch and undergoes a ‘witch trial’)

	Key Learning:
Earliest Civilisations (including Ancient Egypt)
In this theme, children learn about the achievements of the earliest civilisations (overview) including those of the Ancient Sumer, the Indus Valley, The Shang Dynasty and Ancient Egypt, going on to study one in more depth. Children will compare and contrast these periods, identifying the particular strengths of each one and drawing parallels between them.

They will develop their understanding of chronology and learn what is meant by a ‘civilisation’.
